Renae reported over 1500 flu shots have been given since September 1, we are out of hi-dose


Renae is working on the HPV grant and has been to 3 of the 4 county schools


Renae is working with GSK  to try and get a lunch and learn for providers 


Rates are improving for immunizations for 13-15 year olds. She is in Dunseith the 1st and last Wednesday’s of the month and it is working out well.


Pfizer provided prepaid mailings and she has mailed out close to 100 mailings in the last 2 weeks.


Sara reported we have hired a new LPN starting January 2, 2018 to assist with Health Tracks. So far this year 694 screenings have been completed this year. One of the main issues is restrictions from the eye doctors.
