Tobacco & Other Drugs


Judy stated that SB2024 will be heard at 1PM today in the House. The Legislature is trying to eliminate the BreatheND agency. Part of the money would go to the Department of Health.


Jackie stated that February 27th was the open public meeting for the increase of the tobacco 5 cent user fee to 44 cent user fee. It didn’t pass with the council. She will return to the council March 27th and explain everything once again.


SB3033 regarding opening 6 casinos on state land is considered in the legislature. Page 3, line 12-14 would include smoking in the casinos. This goes against the ND smokefree law. 


March 30/31 will be Human Trafficking symposium at the casino. The 30th will be activity at the school and Friday the 31st will be  at the casino. If you want to have a booth let Renae or Jolene know.
